Patyon then travelled acr oss to Sydney, where she raced at Menangle on 

Saturday night (13 th  January), once again not having an easy run, but a ll the same 
running a brave 2 nd  placing  in fast time .  She will now be aimed for a start in what is  

her initial main aim in Australia, the Group 1 $200,000 Ladyship Mile, also to be run at 

Menangle, on the 24 th  February , but may have another race before then.  I will keep 
you informed.

month, with her suffering some soreness issues, being served and returning a negative 
test, being served again, and now being found to be sore yet again this morning.  She 

is now to be retired and will shift her focus to being a broodmare.  H opefully she is in 

foal to her second serving by Creatine.

Partyon  (Bettorôs Delight ï Beach Parade )   -   (PARTY)  

 
After racing in the Group 3 Caduceus Club Northern Breeders Stakes on the 8 th  

December, where she finished a creditable 4 th  placing, Partyon was to race next on the 

15 th  December, once again at Alexandra Park . 
 

This was in the Group 1 $100,000 Rosslands Queen Of Hearts (Mobile Pace), for 4YO & 

Older Mares FFA, over 2200m.  Partyon dr ew Barrier No.5, in a capacity 13 -horse field 
and w as to  be driven  once again  by Natalie Rasmussen , in this prestigious Group 1 race . 

 

Partyon made  a good beginning and pressed on to take up the lead as they headed into 

the stab les turn the first time.  She led them along in front, where she likes to be, 
throughout and after several runners had made moves during the running, she was 

challenged by American Tart as they headed into the last band.  

 
Meanwhile, Joôs Dream who had enjoyed the trail from virtually the outset, awaited the 

passing lane run and the second favourite Bonnie Joan sat nicely in the one -one.  

Partyon headed for home in front, but soon after Joôs Dream made her run up the inner 
and actually hit the front with 100 m to run.  However, to her credit, Partyon fought 

back strongly to save the win and get up to dead -heat for first placing, with a fast 

finishing Bonnie Joan running into 3 rd  placing.  

 
Officially, Partyon and Joôs Dream were credited with a winning time of 2:40.9 (MR 

1:57.7), with the final 800m completed in 56.3 and the 400m in 27.8 . 

 
This dead -heat for first in a Group 1 race, is  an extremely rare result, with the last time 

this happened believed to be back in 1965, when Robin Dundee and Jay Ar dead -heated 

for first in the Inter Dominion Pacing Grand Final, so this in itself was indeed a great 
honour.  

 

Each set of connections was photographed with their respective horse and shared in the 

after - race speeches and presentations  and b ack in the Winners Ci rcle, in a very touching 
gesture of goodwill, Ken Breckon announced that the connections of Joôs Dream, that 

included the first - time Group 1 winning trainer Amanda Kiddie, could also have 

Partyonôs trophies for their cabinets, as the Breckon Farms Syndicate had already tasted 
Group 1 success on several occasions.   What an amazing gesture by Ken.  

 

Co-trainer and driver Natalie Rasmussen said after the race, ñI was really happy with 

her.  She got headed by that other horse, but she came again.  I thought last  week she 
was just a little ordinary, but she does seem to go better when she's handy.  I was 

really pleased with her.  I was wrapped really , she was really brave .  She probably just 

had to go that little bit hard between the 600 and 300, but she fought on  great.  She 
never gave up.  She fought back hard and she does have a very big head.  In another 

stride, she probably would have won it.  I don't know who's more tired, her or me, as I 

was doing a bit of work myself."  
 

So, it was truly a great win, albeit a dead -heat, and Partyon certainly did you all proud 

once again.

After this great win and another Group 1 victory to her credit, Partyon was  to  race again 

on Christmas Eve, the 24 th  December, at Cambridge Raceway.  

 
This was in the Group 2 $50,000 JLT Futurity Stakes (Mobile Pace), for 4 -5YO pacers, 

over 2700m.   Partyon dr ew out at Barrier No.6, in what wa s just a 6 -horse field and 

was to  be driven by Nathan Purdon  on this occasion, as o f course Mark wa s ser ving a  

26 -day  suspension and he and Natalie w ere actually away for Christmas at Natôs familyôs 
in Queensland.  

 

On the 20 th  December Mark advised, ñEverythingôs good with Partyon.  She was better 
last week and racing has improved her.   The run should be goo d for her.ò, also 

confirming that he will be aiming to race Partyon again at the Premier Auckland Cup 

Meeting, on the 31 st December, at Alexandra Park.  
 

Partyon was  eased off the gate from her wide draw and was actually caught 3 -wide 

initially , then left f acing the breeze heading into the first bend, before Nathan  restrained 

her to the rear of the 5 -horse field  as they reached the 2250m point .   Partyonôs 
stablemate and very hot favourite for the race, Vincent, led them along and they 

continued in single file until at the 1250m mark Nathan began a forward move with 

Partyon.

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Partyon moved up to be on Vincentôs wheel as they headed down the back the final 
t ime, as the sprint went on.  They ran down the back in a quick 27.6, as Partyon moved 

a little closer rounding the home turn.  

 

Partyon fought on well in the home straight, but the effort told, with her finishing a very 
creditable 3 rd  placing, only 4¼ lengt hs from the winner  and an ever diminishing 1¼ 

lengths from Star Galleria in 2 nd  placing . 

 
The winner was Vincent, in a time of 3:22.3 (MR 2:00.5), with the final 800m in a 

slashing 54.6 and the 400m in 27.0.  

 
I t was a brave effort  by Partyon , in a race that was always going to be difficult for her, 

especially up against the then current Auckland Cup favourite  and ultimate winner of 

that race  in Vincent  and being the only mare in the field.  

 
Nathan said after the race, "She was really good.  She kept trying.  It's hard against 

the boys.

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So, as planned, Partyon wa s then  to race again on New Yearôs Eve, Sunday the 31st  

December, at Alexandra Park.  

 

This was in the $20,000 Lincoln Farms Bloodstock Mobile Pace, for R85 & Faster pacers, 
with a Preferential Barrier Draw, over 2200m.   Being the third tightest assessed horse 

in  the field, Partyon dr ew out at Barrier No.7, in what wa s to be  an 11 -horse field.   She 

was  once again to be driven by Natalie Rasmussen.  
 

Partyon  was sent out favourite for this race and began well, with Natalie looking for a 

spot to slot - in, but was caug ht 3 -wide into the first bend  and so Natalie had no choice 
but to press on, reaching the parked position with about 1650m to run.  

 

Partyon was quite keen in the running and at the 1150m point, Natalie had a long look 

back over her shoulder to see the secon d favourite Bonnie Joan coming forward, so 
gave Partyon a little more rein in an attempt to press on and take over the lead, but 

Raptors Flight was having none of that and punched up around the bend to hold the 

front.
